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NWCCC Traveling Prints  
By Dale Easley 

 

It's that time again.....2016 NWCCC Traveling Print Salon  

 

Submission deadline is November 24th. 

 

A set of prints from each participating NWCCC club travels from club to club during the winter/spring 

months, where they are judged then sent on to the next club. The juried finalists are based on the total     

number of votes of the participating clubs. After the juried circuit is completed, the juried images are judged 

by an independent judge(s) for the final results. All prints accepted during the juried round are displayed and 

awards are announced at the fall conference.  

 

Sounds like fun, right? Here are the guidelines: 

 

1. The photograph must be the work of the entrant.  An image may only be submitted in one of that 

year’s NWCCC print competitions.  Use of a print or print title that has previously won an award in 

any NWCCC Print Competition will disqualify the print. 
 

2. Electronically manipulated photos may be entered.  Images must originate from a photograph taken 

by the entrant on film or digitally.  Vector elements are not allowed.  Other graphic elements must 

have been created by the maker in a photo editing software, but not in vector software such as “In 

Design”.  
 

3. Print categories are Monochrome and Color.  Monochrome means “one color”.  A monochrome or 

black and white print consists of one color on the white paper base.  It may be black tones, warm 

(brownish), cold (bluish), sepia, or any other color tone. 
 

4. Three (3) prints per person limit.  Maximum print and mat size is 16"x20". Minimum print size is 

8"x10".  All prints must be on firm support so they will stand erect.  Masonite or other heavy    

mounting materials, frames, or glass is not permitted.  Matting may be added to the front of the      

image.  Thickness may not exceed that of a standard double mat.  
 

5. Label the print in the following format: print title, name of the club, and your name on the back top 

left corner.  Makers name or print title cannot appear on the front of the image 

 

Please bring your mounted prints to one of the October 

or November camera club meetings.

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HOH RAIN FOREST - Overnight Trip 
by Frank Townsend 

 

Throughout the winter season, rain falls frequently in the 

Hoh Rain Forest, contributing to the yearly total of 140 to 

170 inches (or 12 to 14 feet!) of precipitation each year. The 

result is a lush, green canopy of both coniferous and         

deciduous species. Mosses and ferns that blanket the        

surfaces add another dimension to the enchantment of the 

rainforest.  Two short nature trails loop through the forest 

near the Visitor Center -- the Hall of Mosses Trail               

(.8 miles), and the Spruce Nature Trail (1.2 miles). 

 

For thousands of marine species, the coastal waters of the Olympic Peninsula are a safe haven. The marine 

environment and offshore islands are protected by three national wildlife refuges and Olympic Coast        

National Marine Sanctuary. The refuges manage the islands visible above high tide waters for 135 miles 

along the coast. Large nesting colonies of birds like common murres and tufted puffins need these rocky 

outposts.  Kalaloch is one of the most visited areas of Olympic National Park. Kalaloch and Ruby Beach are 

located on the southwest coast of the Olympic Peninsula. They are accessible directly off of Highway 101 

(directions). 

 

On Saturday October 24 we will leave the parking lot of Cooper Point Marketplace near the 5 Guys Burgers 

at 7 AM for an overnight trip to the upper Olympic Peninsula mainly to visit the Hoh Rain Forest and walk 

its trails.  Along the way we will make a brief stop at Kalaloch and following our visit to the rain forest we 

will journey to Ruby Beach.  We will stay overnight in Forks at the motel of your choice and in the morning 

travel to Rialto Beach for views of rocky beaches, giant drift logs, pounding waves and views of offshore 

islands known as 'sea stacks'.  On the drive home, we should have time for a quick stop at Madison Creek 

falls, capping a photo filled weekend. 

  

Hotel Reservations can be made at the Forks Motel 1-800-544-3416 $64-$69 for 1 queen, $69-$74 for          

2 queen OR at Olympic Suites Inn 1-800-262-3433 $59 for 1 queen, $64 for 2 beds, $84 for 2 bed-

room.  You may also choose another nearby motel.  In any case make your own reservations.  You might 

ask around at one of the meetings or on Facebook to find someone to share a room, cutting your bill in half.  

We will go to a Forks restaurant for dinner Saturday and breakfast Sunday, depending on timing we may 

stop for dinner on the road Sunday. 

 

Tri-pods, mono-pods, polarizing filters, neutral 

density filters, warm clothes, snacks and drinks are

Image Protection 
 

Today’s Question:   

Can you give us suggestions on copyrights, image size, watermarking, etc. when posting images to 

Facebook? In other words, how do we protect our images from being used (or used effectively)   

without our permission? 

 

Tim’s Quick Answer:   

In my mind there are three basic approaches when it comes to the notion of protecting your photos 

from theft when sharing your images online. First, you can mark the photos with a watermark that 

makes them let useful to a would-be image thief. Second, you can keep the image size small enough 

that it can’t really be used for any significant purpose. Or third (my preferred approach) you can 

choose not to worry about image theft too much, on the assumption that sharing your photos           

represents (hopefully!) greater value than the negative consequences associated with the theft of your 

photos. 

 

More Detail:   

From my perspective, there is really no such thing as completely protecting your photos from theft 

that still preserves what I would consider to be a good user experience in terms of enjoying your 

photos. So we’re mostly talking about compromise here. 

 

In general I prefer not to include a visible watermark on a photo, except for situations where I feel 

that watermark may be advantageous as a promotional tool. For example, in some cases I might      

include my website address as a watermark on the image. In this case, I try to make the watermark as 

unobtrusive as possible, while still being visible enough to provide some promotional value. 

 

I do generally try to keep photos I share online at a reasonably small size. Doing so can minimize the 

risk of photos being stolen for purposes of printing. For example, an image that is resized to about 

1000 pixels on the long side can only really be printed at a size of about 3-inches by about 5-inches 

while retaining good quality for close examination. Keep in mind, however, that when you post an 

image online, it can most certainly be used in other digital forms at the same size. A photo resized to 

“only” 1000 pixels on the long side could very easily be used in a typical slideshow presentation, for 

example, or included in a high-definition (HD) video. 

 

While there are a handful of methods available for protecting photos you share online, most of those 

methods are either not especially effective or create what I consider to be a less-than-ideal viewing 

experience for those interested in your photos. 

 

So, again, my approach is to try to keep in mind that sharing photos online will (hopefully!) provide 

promotional value for me as a photographer (or as a photographic educator). My intent when sharing 

photos online (beyond simply enjoying the process of sharing) is for the promotional benefit of     

sharing exceeds whatever harm may come from having my photos stolen. 

 

I fully realize that for many photographers image theft is a very real concern. However, I think it is 

important to realize that generally speaking if you share your photos online they are never            

completely safe from theft. So, I recommend using a modest watermark, keeping image sizes         

relatively small, and trying not to worry too much about the risks of online theft. 
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Workflow for Plug-Ins 

 
Today’s Question:   

I often use Nik filters (especially Silver Efex Pro for black-and-white). I can apply them from within 

Lightroom (via “Edit In”) or I can first send the picture to Photoshop and apply the filters there and 

then bring the work back into Lightroom. Is one way better than the other? 

 

Tim’s Quick Answer:   

In terms of the net result for your photos, there is really no difference between these two approaches. 

However, my personal preference is to send the image to Photoshop and apply the filters from there, 

primarily to provide greater flexibility in case I decide to apply more than one filter to a given photo. 

 

More Detail:   

Whether you send a photo directly to the plug-in software from Lightroom or first send the image to 

Photoshop, the result will be a derivative image, typically in the TIFF file format (though sometimes 

PSD or JPEG format). 

 

The reason I prefer to use Photoshop is that this approach provides greater flexibility in the event I 

choose to apply more than one filter to an image. If you want to use two different filters from     

Lightroom, you would create two derivative images in the process. So, for example, if you create a 

black and white interpretation of a photo using Silver Efex Pro, you would then have a TIFF image 

based on your original capture. 

 

If you then decide you want to apply some additional effects using, for example, Analox Efex Pro, 

you might send the black and white TIFF image from Lightroom to Analog Efex Pro. In the process, 

an additional TIFF image would be created. The result would include your original capture plus one 

TIFF for the black and white version of the photo and another TIFF for the version that includes the 

Analog Efex Pro filter effect. 

 

By sending the image to Photoshop first, you will only have a single derivative image, even if you 

make use of multiple filter plug-ins. You could create each effect as a separate layer in the TIFF (or 

PSD) image, so that you’re preserving all of the effects individually but without creating multiple 

derivative files. 
 

If you tend to only apply a single filter effect using a single plug-in, there’s really no reason to use 

one approach or the other. Whichever approach you feel is easiest and provides the best flexibility 

for your particular workflow is perfectly fine. That said, as noted above I do prefer to include       

Photoshop as part of this workflow in order to provide greater overall flexibility in my workflow.
