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PSA Interclub Competition  
2024/2025

We are conducting a survey of our membership to find 
out how many are interested in participating in the PSA 
Interclub Competition for the 2024/2025 year.  There are 
three rounds, with submission deadlines in November, 
February, and April.  There are several divisions, includ-
ing Open Color, Open Monochrome, Wildlife, and Trav-
el.  
 
Our club would need to decide how many (if any) divi-
sions to enter.  Each club is to submit six images for each 
round for each division entered.  The six images for each 
round must be from six different photographers.  We 
would be assigned to a particular group for each division 
with typically about 30 camera clubs per group.   
 
Since this would be our first attempt, we would start out 
competing in the lowest level group for each divi-
sion.  At the end of the year, the clubs in each group will 
be ranked.  Those finishing in the top three will be pro-
moted to the next level for the following year competi-
tion.   
 
For each round, images will be scored by judges from 
other camera clubs on a scale of 1 to 15.  Highest rank-
ing images will be given merit or honorable mention 
awards.  Images receiving merit awards will be eligible 
for end-of-year awards (gold, silver, bronze or honorable 
mention).   
 
We will need to decide whether to participate at least by 
October in order to notify PSA of our intention.  If more 
images are submitted than the limit of six, we will need 
to decide on a procedure to select which images to en-
ter.  Depending on what procedure we decide to use, our 
original submission deadlines might be significantly ear-
lier than the dates mentioned above. 
 
In addition to finding people to enter the competition, we 
will need to find a few volunteers to help organize our 
image collection and submissions.  A committee of two 
to three people will probably be sufficient.  OPCC has 
competed successfully for the past few years and are 
willing to offer advice to us on how get started.  If you 
are interested in participating or volunteering for the 
committee, please contact Dennis Plank 
(dennis.r.plank@gmail.com) within the next couple of 
weeks.

Heidi Hansen of the Olympic Authors Group contacted 
me recently regarding the Poems and Photos book they 
have been working on. We submitted photos for their 
consideration back in May. They made their fi-
nal selection of 26 images they will use in their book. 
They chose a few from our Studio Bob show last 
year and some from the new ones we posted for their 
book project (link to what we posted this year).

They plan to print an 8.5" square book in color with the 
images they selected alongside the poems they wrote.

Please let me know two things:

- no obligation to do so)? Let me know yes/no and 
how much if you want to donate. I will get details on 
how to send them funds. 

 
¶ Do you want to buy a copy of the book when it's 
printed? They will be around $25 each.  Let me know 
yes/no and how many copies you want. I assume we 
will pay later when the books are complete. 

 
I don't have a firm timeline for the book printing as they 
are still getting quotes. I will let everyone know when I 
have more details. This will be a nice book, and I am 
looking forward to it! 
  
By the way, I will print a few pages from last year's po-
ems and photos booklet of the Studio Bob collaboration 
to display on the walls of the Photo Barn at the upcom-
ing Jefferson County fair. I will print these pages in color 
on large 13 x 19" high-quality photo paper so the public 
can see our great collaboration.

The camera clubôs largest and most complex community 
event of the year is now history.  As is always the case, 
there were a few glitches, but it went off very well with 
no ulcers generated in the co-superintendents (at least 
none diagnosed yet).  
 
The staff at the fairgrounds was awesome to work with 
as usual.  Iôve never seen high schoolers work so hard 
and so cheerfully as I do at the fair.  Theyôre just awe-
some. 
 
Our three judges worked very well together and while no 
one will agree with 100% of their decisions, they pre-
sented a balanced selection and kept those of us at the 
judging entertained at the same time. 
 
We were very pleased with the level of interest in the ex-
hibit this year with 72 photographers participating (8 
more than last year) and 458 entries (up from 396 last 
year).  A 12.5% increase in participants and 15% increase 
in entries is great and shows thereôs a continued interest 
in our craft in both the club and the community.  We had 
printed 50 club brochures for the fair and had three left at 
the end, so Iôm hoping for some new members soon (and 
a lot of them were young people, which Iôm very happy 
to see). 
 
Of those who entered 38 were club members and 34 were 
not with unfortunately just 4 teens and 5 juniors.  Iôm 
always blown away by how good the youngsters are and 
wish we had more. 
 
Of those who entered, the modified Danish judging sys-
tem yielded ribbons for 79% of the participants, encour-
aging people to enter in future years.  While that may 
seem like a lot, I think anyone who visited the fair and 
saw the quality of the images entered would consider it 
quite reasonable.  With every load of images brought in 
to be entered, those of us working that day became more 
and more astounded at the quality of the images.  And 
that wasnôt just us.  All of the judges commented on the 
quality at one time or another.  I consider that a tribute to 
our club and to the legacy of the way the Photography 
Exhibit has been run for so many years. 
 
The fair goers were also very interested this year.  We 
went through 2,000 Peopleôs Choice ballots for each of 
the Youth and Adult categories.  Thatôs over twice last 
yearôs count!
