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Mt St Helenôs Field Trip 
24 June 2017

On June 24th Colleen Easley and I will lead a field trip to Mt. St. Helens. The purpose of the field trip is threefold. 

First, wildflowers should be at peak bloom, then for those that want to stay, the opportunity for landscape images 

during Golden Hour and Blue Hour and, dependent on the weather, we will hopefully have an opportunity to photo-

graph the night sky and Milky Way. 

We will meet at 3:45 p.m. (please note the later than usual start time) at the old El Sarape parking lot on the west 

side of Olympia. We will leave promptly at 4:00 p.m. and carpool down to Mt. St. Helens. Drive time to Mt. St. 

Helens is approximately 2 hours, which should get us to Coldwater Ridge in time to photograph wildflowers in the 

late afternoon, as well as make some landscape images of Mt. St. Helens and the surrounding area during one of the 

best times of day for wildflower and landscape photography. 

Then, for those who want to stay, we can make images during Golden Hour and Blue Hour of the mountain and sur-

rounding landscapes. After dark, and dependent on weather and sky conditions, we will make photographs of the 

night sky and hopefully the Milky Way.  If you plan to stay, make sure you have carpooled with someone who is 

also planning to stay. 

This will be a great opportunity to practice photography skills for a wide range of genreôs, including macro photog-

raphy, landscape photography and long exposure night sky photography. 

Equipment to Bring 

This field trip incorporates so many different opportunities for photography that I recommend you bring the follow-

ing gear: 

Camera with wide- angle lens and macro lens or extension tubes. 
Tripod is essential for macro photography, landscape and long exposure night sky images. 
Telephoto lenses for landscape photos where background compression is the desire 
A flashlight or headlamp so you can see your camera settings at night 
Dress in layers and be prepared for cool or cold weather at night 
A bag lunch, snacks and water, as there will not be an opportunity to eat at a restaurant  

 

Because this field trip is very weather depend-

ent, we may have to cancel the trip on very 

short notice. For example, if it is raining and 

the weather is just lousy, there would be no 

need to drive to Mt. St. Helens with no real 

photo opportunities. So, check the calendar 

and Facebook close to the field trip time and 

day to see if there have been any changes to 

the trip.

My First Camera

I got to use my first camera at about age 15. It was my dadôs. I canôt remember the brand but I do remember that the 
only film available for it at the time was a 12 shot roll of black and white also available in 8 shot rolls. The roll was 
about three inches long and the prints were about 2 İò x 3 İò. I also remember that the f stop as well as shutter speed 
had to be set manually. And it had a mechanical shutter release lever.  I was so proud of myself when I realized that a 
large f stop number meant smaller aperture and that with bright sunshine a small aperture and fast shutter speed 
would give me the best result. It seemed intuitive at the time. But more to the point, my focus was on the subject. 
Nothing else mattered. As long as the subject was in the frame, and in the middle, I was OK. I donôt believe this cam-
era had a focusing ring. Surprisingly many of the pictures turned out OK.  But I did end up with ladders in the back-
ground and unwanted chair backs in the front. None of this mattered to my parents who complimented me on my 
achievements. This is what parents do, right? This was my MO for the next 40-some years: subject within the frame 
and nothing else matters. 
 
I have evolved since then when I bought my Olympus OM-1 back in 1976. Hurray as long as the needle in the meter 
was in the middle Iôd snap the picture but I never got away from my premise: subject in the middle. Now, today,  the 
subject is there but I have to look for the background and assuming everything is in focus I have to visualize whatôs 
behind and in front of my subject, i.e. what will be above and below in the final rendition on screen or print which is 
a two dimensional representation of a three dimensional scene. Thatôs saying nothing about the lighting conditions. In 
addition, do I really want everything in focus? 
 
With the advent of digital cameras with rapid turnaround I can now evaluate my 

results and modify my settings to obtain my ñperfectò composition. Another point; 

óif you donôt like the composition, move and recomposeô. Something I never 

thought of before. This reminds me of Gomer Pyle USMC when Sergeant Vince 

Carter would order Gomer Pyle by saying, ñmove it move itéò So now itôs very 

easy to remember this simple and now obvious element of photography.

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Phone Photography

You have all probably heard that the best camera is the one you have with you. That tends to be your phone camera 

and with the latest technology these cameras take great pictures. 

Phone photography isnôt that much different from DSLR or mirrorless camera photography. To capture good images 

with your phone camera you still need to be aware of the elements of a good photo such as composition, exposure, 

light, color, lines, etc.  Itôs also important to know what all the features are on your phone camera. Since we no long-

er get good manuals with our gadgets, doing a Google search or You Tube search for information on your phone 

camera can open up a wealth of information.  

There are also a number of gadgets to help you take good images with your phone. One I use is 

the ñSideKick 360 Smartphone Adapterò from MeFOTO .  It slides right into my quick release 

plate on my tripod ball head or I have an adapter on the bottom of the Smartphone Adapter so I 

can slide the Adapter into the flash shoe on my camera. That way I donôt have to take my camera 

off the tripod if I want to use the Smartphone Adapter to take a photo with my phone.  

One of the fun aspects of phone photography are all the apps available, not only for taking the 

photo but for post processing. These are some of the apps I use.
